Expli-
citly, we welcome those colleagues who need
support against persecution, devastation, dis-
crimination, repression and war.

In order to develop a discourse-analytical
point of view on the conflict, we invite empiri-
cal analyses of concrete discursive artefacts,
such as images, texts, symbols, speeches.
This discourse analysis can be elaborated

from any theoretical or methodological per-
spective. Accepted abstracts will be invited
to contribute a talk of ten to fifteen minutes
during the online workshop. Given the con-
troversial and politically loaded topic, we
want to emphasize our desire for an agoni-
stic and spirited discussion, without antago-
nistic or inimical confrontations. The
organizers reserve the right to refuse or re-
move any contribution which they feel does
not live up to this ethos.
